 Secured funding of $120,227  from Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection 

(DATCP) for staff salaries and support, and training expenses. 

 Received a $90,000 conservation grant from DATCP to implement the Wood County Land and Water 

Resource Management Plan.   Funds were used to cost share conservation practices. 

 Received $1,896 from the county board to pay area and state membership dues. 

 Completed 14 Farmland Preservation Program status reviews. 

 252 landowners purchased 22,650 trees and shrubs through the wildlife tree and shrub sale. 

 Five landowners purchased prairie grass and wildflower seeds. 

 Received $48,983 from the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) to administer the Wildlife Dam-

age Abatement and Claims Program.  Assisted 26 landowners. 

 Inspected 33 deer fences for compliance with the Wildlife Damage Abatement Program. 

 Completed 68 crop damage appraisals. 

 Tree shelters and generic gel were made available for sale through the Land Conservation Department 

(LCD). 

 Staffed a booth at the Lincoln High School Agriculture Day, Marshfield Farm Show, and at area dairy 

breakfasts to inform and educate residents and visitors of Wood County about the quality of surface 

waters and about assistance provided by the LCD. 

 The Conservation, Education and Economic Development Committee (CEED) held 12 regular meet-

ings and three special meetings.  All cooperating agency staff received meeting notices and minutes. 

 Issued seven animal waste storage facility ordinance permits. 

 Conducted a fall conservation tour to educate CEED members, agency staff, and the public about vari-

ous conservation practices applied in Wood County. 

 Received $19,790 in reclamation permit fees for 83 mines administered under the Nonmetallic Mining 

Reclamation Program.   

 Conducted a transect survey to determine soil erosion rates in Wood County. 

 Offered scholarships to Trees for Tomorrow and Conservation Camp. 

 Administered the Conservation Reserve Enhancement Program (CREP). 

 Updated conservation practices data on Arc Map. 

 Coordinated the Local Speaking Contest, State Speaking Contest and Envirothon. 

 Continued a research program with Pittsville High School to trap invasive Rusty Crayfish. 

 Launched the Rusty Wranglers program at North Wood County Park to remove invasive Rusty Cray-

fish. 

 Stream flow monitoring for 15 sites as part of a six county-wide monitoring project. 

 Conducted seven acoustic bat surveys throughout Wood County.

FORESTRY ASSISTANCE TO PRIVATE WOODLAND OWNERS

     The Department of Natural Resources provides forestry assistance to private landowners throughout the State.  Here in 

Wood County we have two foresters, Steve Grant and Kris Wimme, who work with landowners.  Kris covers the eastern half of 

the county while Steve handles the western half.  Our goal is to help private landowners sustainably manage their forests for not 

only wood products to sustain our industry base, but also for wildlife habitat, recreational opportunities and a whole host of 

other environmental values associated with forested lands. 

 

     One of our larger workloads comes from administration of the Managed Forest Law (MFL) program.  We have approxi-

mately 45,000 acres enrolled in the MFL program in Wood County, around 20% of the privately owned woodland.  By far our 

most time-consuming task with this program is ensuring that harvesting takes place as scheduled in the management plans.  We 

work closely with our industry and independent consulting foresters to help landowners complete their required harvests. 

 

     Providing assistance to the other 80% of the landowners who own forest 

land is another emerging goal for our Private Forestry Assistance program.  

To further this goal, we participated in landowner workshops in conjunction 

with UW – Extension.  The workshops were held in the Marshfield area and 

gave forest landowners information on a variety of forestry and wildlife top-

ics.  DNR forestry also began an outreach program to landowners in a 30 

mile radius of Marshfield.  Interested landowners were connected to DNR 

foresters for field visits to their woodlands.  Work on this effort continues 

into 2015. 

 

     Assistance from DNR foresters is available to forest landowners at no 

cost.

Loan Activity for Fiscal Year 2014 (10/1/13 – 9/30/14) 

16 direct loans were closed for $1,641,970 for Wood County; 

this includes 3 microloans at $63,200.  8 guaranteed loans 

were closed for $2,799,391 for Wood County. 

 

     There were a total of 281 applications for our service area 

with 241 closed for $28,835,482.   

 

     As of September 30, 2014 outstanding principal and inter-

est for FSA direct loans in Wood County was $4,519,967 

from 34 borrowers with 57 loans.  There was also $65,781 

from 5 borrowers with microloans.  As of the same date there 

was $9,342,232 in guaranteed loans outstanding with 31 loans 

to Wood County producers.

WATER QUALITY PROGRAM 

     The goal of the Land Conservation Department (LCD) and the Land and Water Resource Management Plan implementation 

is to improve and protect water quality by reducing pollutants from urban and rural nonpoint sources.  Nonpoint source pollu-

tion comes from a diverse number of activities in our daily lives including, runoff from over fertilized lawns and crop fields, 

constructing buildings and roads, and plowing our fields for crops.  Nonpoint pollution is the leading cause of water quality 

problems in Wisconsin.  The LCD staff would like to say “thank you” to all who have installed practices.  We appreciate your 

efforts to protect the natural resources of Wood County. 

 Land and Water Resource Management Plan Implementation & Other Programs 

     Starting in 2000, the Land Conservation Department began securing state funds from the Department of Agriculture, Trade 

and Consumer Protection (DATCP) & Department of Natural Resources (DNR) to fund local conservation practices on an 

annual basis.  The selected conservation practices are outlined as priorities in the Land & Water Resource Management Plan 

that was written for Wood County.   

     DATCP has provided $838,496 to cost share best management practices in the last fourteen years.  Landowners countywide 

are eligible for these funds.  In 2014 the Wood County LCD secured $20,000 for nutrient management and $70,000 to install 

selected practices. On  an annual basis, the LCD selects  landowners and  practices to be funded from those that express an 

interest and have resource concerns.

Pictured above is a newly constructed earthen 
waste storage system and waste transfer pipe 

which gravity flows waste & wastewater from a 

newly constructed free-stall to a long term 
waste storage facility. The long term storage 

will eliminate the need to winter spread manure 

on frozen ground. This practice needs to be 
permitted through the Wood County Animal 

Waste Storage Ordinance.  

Pictured above is a precast tank being 
installed to receive manure & wastewater 

from a flow channel which will gravity 

flow manure to the earthen long term 
waste storage facility pictured to the left.  

This channel makes scraping a free-stall 

building more labor efficient. Virtually no 
mechanical parts to service.  

Pictured to the far left is a roof runoff drip-
line system and underground outlet system 

which conveys clean roof water runoff 

away from the farmstead production areas 
through underground piping to a diversion 

ditch keeping clean water clean. The prac-

tice is relatively inexpensive and does a 
great job keeping the site dry & roads in  

good shape.

     The USDA-Natural Resources Conservation Service provides leadership in a partnership effort to help people conserve, main-

tain, and improve our natural resources and environment.  NRCS Mission: Helping People Help the Land. 

 

     In 2014 workload and landowner interest in the Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP), Wetlands Reserve Program 

(WRP), Conservation Stewardship Program (CSP), and Conservation Technical Assistance (CTA) remained high. The EQIP obli-

gated $365,130 to 12 landowners in Wood County to plan and apply new conservation practices on their land, in total over a mil-

lion dollars in funds was requested. An additional $345,746 was paid to landowners through the EQIP for various conservation 

practices applied from previous years contracts, and to existing CSP contract participants. The following is a partial list of land-

owner accomplishments completed with NRCS assistance from October 2013 through September 2014:
